CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

For quiet and efficient operation, long life, and attractive appearance - lower or remove grille and vacuum interior of unit with
the dusting brush attachment.

The motor is permanently lubricated and never needs oiling. If the motor bearings are making excessive or unusual noises,
replace the motor with the exact service motor. The impeller should also be replaced.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Before installation, you need to know:
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1. MOUNT WITH HANGER BARS
1a. Sliding hanger bars have been provided, which allow the housing to
be positioned accurately anywhere between the framing. The bars can
be used on all types of framing: I-joist, standard joist,
and truss construction. Slide hanger bars onto housing and adjust as
needed to fit between framing.

1b. Extend the hanger bars to the width of the framing. Position the
fan with the hanger bar tabs aligned with the bottom edge of the framing f
holding the ventilator in place.

Secure hanger bars to framing using one screw on each end of hanger
bar. Attach set screws to lock bar hangers in place.
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2. INSTALL ROUND DUCTWORK Circular duct
Connect the round ductwork (not included) to the damper/duct
connector, and run the ductwork to a roof or wall cap (not included).
Using tape (not included), secure all the ductwork connections so
that they are air tight.

Insulated flexible duct is recommended for the quietest possible
installation. If rigid duct is used, a short (1-3 feet) section of insulated
flexible duct will ensure quiet operation.

The ducting from this fan to the outside of building has a strong
effect on the air flow, noise and energy use of the fan. Use the

shortest, straightest duct routing possible for best performance, and
avoid installing the fan with smaller ducts than recommended.
Insulation around the ducts can reduce energy loss and inhibit mold
growth. Fans installed with existing ducts may not achieve their
rated air flow.



CONNECT ELECTRICAL WIRING

Run 120 Volts AC house wiring to the fan. Use only UL-approved connectors (not included) to attach the house wiring to the wiring

plate. Refer to the wiring diagram, and connect the wires as shown.
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FINISH CEILING WORK

1. A round ceiling hole 6 1/2 inches (165mm) diameter should be cut.
Seal any gap between the hole in the drywall and the fan with sealant

2. Install the lamp.

Note: The lamp base can adjust up or down to regress the lamp into

the housing.

REPLACEMENT INSTALLATION
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After finishing the ceiling job, fill gap between flange and ceiling with caulk

or other sealant to prevent air leakage.

1. Remove the trim ring orLight assemble by detaching the springs.

2. Remove the screws as shown in the right.
3. Remove the lamp base.

4. Pull the duct system, so that you can see the blower system.
